Lighting  Facts 

Lighting accounts for 20% of the average school  electricity bill. 

What kinds of lights are found in your school?
 Filament lamps[image: image3.png]



Filament lamps waste a lot of electrical energy as heat. They should only be used in places where lights are lit for short periods (e.g. store rooms)

Strip lamps[image: image4.png]
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compact fluorescent

Strip lamps and compact fluorescents both lose very little electrical energy as heat. They should be used in places where lights are lit for long periods (e.g. classrooms).

It is a myth that leaving fluorescent lights on uses less energy than turning them on and off. Always switch lights off where possible. [image: image6.png]



It is still a bad idea to leave low energy lights on!

Lighting an empty classroom every day - for example before and after school and at break time.

This means an extra 300kg of carbon dioxide into the atmosphere each year! [image: image7.wmf]
Or enough energy to make everyone in the class a cup of tea every day!

Some ideas for a campaign 

Have a ‘switch off’ day. Use your ‘Eco-team’ to check that lights are off in empty rooms at regular intervals. Choose a time scale for - example every half an hour.
